DROP-OFF, PICK-UP, AND PARKING – PLEASE READ CAREFULLY 
 

SJMS has a small parking lot.  Observe these guidelines to move traffic efficiently while keeping our children safe. 
 

ENTRANCE and EXIT: The entrance is ONLY from Hamlet Street and the exit is 
ONLY onto First Avenue. 

GENERAL GUIDELINES
         

 
SUMMIT STREET ENTRANCE IS NOW OPEN!: Please feel free to use this 
entrance. If the door is unattended, you will need to “buzz-in” via the buzzer to the 
left of the door. 
 
CROSSWALK and CROSSING GUARDS:  If you or your children are walking 
into the building, cross at the marked area only.   Obey staff crossing guards in the 
parking lot during drop-off and pick-up times.  
 
FIRE LANE: The marked area in front of the main entrance MUST be kept clear 
for emergency vehicles.  In the morning this area is reserved for DROP-OFF for all 
students, and, at 3 p.m. is used for PICK-UP of Children’s House students. If you 
utilize this lane at either pick-up or drop-off, DO NOT leave your car. Allow staff 
and older students to assist your children.  
  

 Be mindful of cars parked in the church parking lot.  
 PLEASE DO NOT PARK IN THE RECTORY’S CAR PORT. 

 
 NEVER LEAVE YOUR CAR UNATTENDED  
 IN THE FIRE LANE.  
 
MORNING DROP-OFF
 

 (8:15 a.m. to 8:30 a.m.) 

EARLY CARE (7:30 a.m. to 8:15 a.m.): Drop off students at the main entrance. If you wish to park, use the designated 
spots near the fence or the diagonal spaces.  Parking spaces in the center are reserved for staff. 
 
CHILDREN’S HOUSE:  To drop off your child, pull around to the main entrance as directed by the crossing guard.   and 

 

 grade students are on duty from 8:15 - 8:30 a.m. to walk the younger children to their rooms.  If you wish to walk your 
child to class, please park and cross in the crosswalk.  Do not block any cars if you intend to be in the school longer than 
5 minutes.    

ELEMENTARY:  Use the drop-off area at the main entrance.  If you drop your children off at the back of the parking lot, 
make sure they proceed to the crosswalk.  Please do not form multiple lanes in the back of the lot.  Children walking 
between these lanes toward the crosswalk are at risk from moving vehicles.  If you wish to walk in with your child, please 
follow the same instructions for Children’s House. 
 

MID-DAY PICK UP

 

 (11:30 a.m. to 12:30 p.m.) - Parking is generally not a problem at this time.  If you are blocking another 
car and expect to be longer than 5 minutes, please inform the office in case we need to find you to move your car. 

AFTERNOON PICK UP

Parking three rows deep is not permitted after 2:00 p.m.  Park on Summit Street or Hamlet instead.  

 (3:00 p.m. to 3:20 p.m.)   PLEASE OBEY THE CARPOOL DIRECTORS 

 
CHILDREN’S HOUSE:  Form two (2) lines at the Main Entrance.  Teachers will walk your children to the car. 
 
ELEMENTARY:  Drive straight ahead when entering the parking lot and form three (3) lines of traffic facing the south 
end door of Ryan Hall (the gym).  Please stay in your car.  Middle School students will walk your children to your car. 
 
If you have children in both CHILDREN'S HOUSE and ELEMENTARY, the following applies: Kindergarteners will be 
with older children at the Ryan Hall door.  If younger children are ages 3 or 4, all children will be at the main entrance. 
 
AFTERCARE (3:30 p.m. to 6:00 p.m.): Park in any available spot but please do not block other cars.
